CANYON WREN RECITAL HALL

Nature sets the stage in this intimate, state of the art
recital hall, nestled in the meadows and trees with
stunning views of the mountains. This hall is perfect
for performances, rehearsals and meetings. The hall
can seat up to 110 for lectures or performances with
theatre seating, 60 at tables and can be set up for
instrumental rehearsals for up to 80 musicians.
Canyon Wren can be set up in a variety of ways,
depending on the day’s agenda.

MEADOW AMPHITHEATRE

AND ARROWHEAD STAGE

For outdoor events from June through September, this
area can accommodate up to 500 individuals and is
ideal for outdoor performances and celebrations.

REHEARSALS AND MEETING ROOMS

Charming practice huts set in a woodland setting
offer space for sectionals, individual rehearsals and
breakout groups. All five spaces have picturesque
views. Two rooms have a grand piano and chairs,
accommodating 10-15 individuals. Three rooms have
space enough for 1-4 individuals for practice,
individual artwork or personal meditation.
Additionally, there is the Green Room, with a piano
and space for up to ten. For relaxation, use the
Gathering Yurt for informal meetings.

CABINS

Cozy, pine paneled cabins provide comfy sleeping
space for up to 38 guests. Six cabins each have two
sets of sturdy, pole-frame bunk beds and one single
bed, sleeping five. Two additional cabins feature
kitchenettes, a king-sized bed and a set of bunk beds,
sleeping four. Kitchen cabins have a two-burner
stove, sink, microwave and a small refrigerator. All
eight cabins have showers, sinks and toilets and are
furnished with a coffeemaker, clock radio, bedding,
towels, and personal toiletries. One cabin has
wheelchair access and a bathtub with handicap bars.

MUSICAL INSTRUCTION

ICMC’s Resident Artist Faculty can provide
performances, private and group lessons, musical
coaching, conducting clinics and master classes for
visiting musical groups. ICMC is the home of a
world-class resident ensemble, the Icicle Creek Piano
Trio and a highly accomplished faculty. Please call in
advance to check availability of musicians.

FOOD AND SERVICES

Icicle Creek Music Center does not provide dining
services. However, two of our cabins are equipped
with small kitchenettes providing a stovetop,
microwave and refrigerator as well as cooking and
eating utensils. There are two restaurants at adjoining
Sleeping Lady Mountain Resort, within easy walking
distance.
